B – “He did evil in the eyes of the Lord, walking in the ways of Jeroboam and in his sin, which he caused 
Israel to commit.” (1 Kings 15:34)

C – “Because of the sins he had committed, doing evil in the eyes of the Lord and walking in the ways of 
Jeroboam and the sin he had committed and had caused Israel to commit.” (1 Kings 16:19)

D – “He walked in all the ways of Jeroboam son of Nebat and in his sin, which he had caused Israel to 
commit, so they provoked the Lord, the God of Israel, to anger by their worthless idols.” 

(1 Kings 16:26)

E – “He not only considered it trivial to commit the sins of Jeroboam son of Nebat, but he also married

 Jezebel . . .and began to serve Baal and worship him.” (1 Kings 16:31)

F – “He did evil in the eyes of the Lord,  because he walked in the ways of his father and mother (Ahab and 
Jezebel) and in the ways of Jeroboam son of Nebat who caused Israel to sin.” (1 Kings 22:52)

G – “He did evil in the eyes of the Lord, but not as his father and mother (Ahab and Jezebel) had done. He

got rid of the sacred stone of Baal that his father had made. Nevertheless he clung to the sins of

Jeroboam son of 
Nebat, which he had caused Israel to commit; he did not turn away from them.” 
(2 Kings 3:2, 3)

H – “So Jehu destroyed Baal worship in Israel. However, he did not turn away from the sins of Jeroboam

son of Nebat, which he had caused Israel to commit – the worship of the golden calves at Bethel

and Dan.” (2 Kings 10:28, 29)  “Yet Jehu was not careful to keep the law of the Lord, the God of 
Israel, with all his heart.  He did not turn away from the sins of Jeroboam, which he had caused 
Israel to commit.” (2 Kings 10:31)

I – “He did evil in the eyes of the Lord by following the sins of Jeroboam son of Nebat which he had 
caused Israel to commit, and he did not turn away from them.” (2 Kings 13:2)

J – “He did evil in the eyes of the Lord and did not turn away from any of the sins of Jeroboam son of

Nebat, which he had caused Israel to commit; he continued inthem.” (2 Kings 13:11)

K – “He did evil in the eyes of the Lord and did not turn away from any of the sins of Jeroboam son of 
Nebat, which he ahd caused Israel to commit.” (2 Kings 14:24)

L – “He did evil in the eyes of the Lord.  During his entire reign he did not turn away from the sins of 
Jeroboam son of Nebat, which he had caused Israel to commit.” (2 Kings 15:18)

M – “Pekahiah did evil in the eyes of the Lord.  He did not turn away from the sins of Jeroboam son of 
Nebat, which he had caused Israel to commit.” (2 Kings 15:24)

N – “He did evil in the eyes of the Lord.  He did not turn away from the sins of Jeroboam son of Nebat, 
which he had caused Israel to commit.” (2 Kings 15:28)

O – “He did evil in the eyes of the Lord, but not like the kings of Israel who preceded him.” (2 Kings 17:2)
