“Galatia was not a city but a region, situated on the eastern side of Asia Minor.  The letter was thus addressed more broadly than the letters to Rome and Corinth.  It was intended to be read in various gatherings of disciples in various cities of Galatia.  The purpose of the letter was straightforward: to protest and refute false teaching that had taken root in that region. . . Although Galatians is a letter devoted entirely to the issue, most every other letter makes at least some reference to the problem.”
